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Irish Slavonic Studies is an internally reviewed journal comprising the conference proceedings and occasional papers of IARCEES, the Irish Association for Russian, Central and East European Studies. The journal's purpose is to document the work done by researchers in relevant fields in Ireland and abroad within a relatively short publication span, i.e. by the next annual conference. The journal loosely reflects the themes of IARCEES' annual conferences but non-themed contributions by association members are also eligible for inclusion. Following recent changes to the publication process, IARCEES now makes available the published papers for general use on its website www.iarcees.org after a short lag time.

Paper submissions are now invited for the next volume, ISS 24. Papers may be updated versions of those presented at the 2011 annual conference, “The collapse of the Soviet Union: 20 years on” (Trinity College Dublin, 15-17 April 2011), or current work on other relevant themes by members of IARCEES. Papers arising out of the preceding "Relocating cultures" conference will also be considered if they cannot be accommodated in the themed volume "Negotiating linguistic, cultural and social identities in the Russian world" (ed. Sarah Smyth).
Manuscripts may be between 5000 and 7000 words in length and should follow the style guides in Slavic Review (http://www.slavicreview.illinois.edu/). Manuscripts should be submitted electronically to Neil Robinson (Neil.Robinson@ul.ie) and Conny Opitz (opitzc@tcd.ie). The deadline for submitting a manuscript is 1st September 2011. Intending authors are requested to indicate their interest in submitting a manuscript either informally during the conference, or by emailing the editors by 1st June 2011 with their provisional title. The projected publication date is February 2012.
